February is Dental Health Month 
Approximately 85 percent of cats and dogs have 
periodontal disease!  WOOF!  This is mostly due to the 
fact that we do not care for our pet’s teeth the same way 
we care for our own.  Chronic dental infections can 
spread to the heart, liver, lungs and kidneys, where 
permanent damage may occur.  To prevent these 
problems, you should clean your pet’s teeth regularly 
and schedule routine dental checkups. 
 

What are the Signs of Tooth and Gum Disease? 
• Bad breath 
• Tartar on teeth 
• Red, swollen gums 
• Difficulty eating 
• Excessive drooling 
• Pawing at mouth 

 

What can I do to Prevent Dental Disease? 
• Brush your pet’s teeth regularly and have them 

brushed by an animal professional when you 
have your pet groomed. 

• Give your pet fresh raw bones.  (Prevent choking 
by making sure the bones are not too small.) 

• Give your pet special foods designed to help 
reduce plaque and tartar. 

• Keep an eye on your pet’s teeth and gums, and 
make sure to have them checked by your 
veterinarian annually.
