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How Ma ny  Pupp y Packages Can 
I Do? 
 
You can do as many puppy packages 
as you’d like while your puppy is 
four months old or younger.  
However, if a puppy’s hair begins to 
get matted, your groomer may insist 
on starting full groomings in order to 
protect your dog from the discomfort 
and additional labor and cost of 
dematting .  
 
How Else  Can I Hel p My  Dog 
Adjus t to Groomi ng?  
 
It usually takes a few visits before 
dogs feel “comfortable” with their 
surroundings.  Some dogs take a 
little longer, and may benefit from 
“Comfort Sessions.”  
 
If your dog runs the other way when 
he/she hears the word “groomer” or 
“haircut,” 30-minute play sessions  at 
the grooming salon is a great idea.  
These sessions will help your dog get 
acquainted with us, ease anxiety and 
build trusting relationships.  These 
sessions are offered for $5 each.  Your 
dog must be up-to-date on vaccines, 
be spayed or neutered, flea-free, and 
must play well with other dogs in 
order to participate in Comfort 
Sessions.

An  out ing to the pro fessional 
groomer is a road tri p you want  to 
start early and often É  especially  for 
breeds that w ill  require frequent 
groomin g.

Puppy  Packages 
 
At the Animal House, we offer  a 
puppy package for dogs four months 
old  and younger.  This visit, supplied 
at a reduced cost, is designed to 
introd uce your d og to the sights, 
sounds, smells and sensations of a 
groomin g salon. 
 
Your  pupp y w ill  receive a bath wi th 
gentle puppy shampoo.  He/ she wi ll 
be part iall y dried w ith  a hand-held 
dr yer w hi le in the tub.  The puppy may 
then be placed in a cage for  a few 
min utes to intr oduce them to the idea 
of crate train ing.  Final dryin g w ill  take 
place on the groomi ng table wit h a 
softer, quieter dryer .   
 
 

 
Your  groomer wi l l tri m the puppyÕs 
nail s, shave the hair  out of the pads 
of the feet, clean and pluck (wh en 
appropriate)  the puppyÕs ears, and 
clean the sanitary  areas.  The hair on 
the feet and near the eyes may be 
lig htl y tri mmed if  the puppy w ill 
tolerate it. 
 
Will  My Puppy  Get a Haircut? 
 
Most puppies do not get a haircut on 
their fir st visit.  The idea behind  the 
puppy package is to get the puppy 
acquainted  wit h the groomi ng shop, 
the staff,  and the sounds and smells 
of the atmosphere.  
 
Most puppies are nervous w hen they 
are put onto the table for  groomin g.  
We want to get the puppy  on and off 
the table as qui ckly  as possible so 
that he/ she has a positi ve experience.  
We do not want to push the puppy 
too far, which could result in fu ture 
anxiety or aggressiveness duri ng 
groomin g.  
 
If your  puppy is agreeable to 
groomin g on his/ her fi st visit,         
we wi ll be happy  to perform a               
ful l groom at regular pric e.
